« Grand Bazaar: Explore the Turkish Bazaar, featuring over 40 vendors offering
jewelry, hand-woven textiles, and other Turkish crafts.

« Stage Performances: Enjoy diverse live performances that highlight Ttrkiye's
role as a cultural bridge. Performers include Kardelen Turkish Dance Ensemble,
Nomad Dancers, the Rhythm and Dance Art Center from Ankara, along with
talented local musicians and bands, showcasing traditional Turkish music and
modern fusion sounds.
